Rules & Regulations – Seniors Tournaments

The following Regulations apply to all AITA Senior tournaments.

Age Groups – AITA Senior tournaments will be categorized from +45, +55 & +65. AITA Tournaments will have all three age groups.

It is left up to the organizers to have a women’s tournament along with the Men’s event. The Women’s tournament can go ahead if there are eight or more players. If not, the organizers are requested to organize a mixed doubles event, as an exhibition match, if they could organize it. 
To be eligible to participate in any Age Group, a player shall have reached the minimum age limit by 31st December of the preceding year in which the competition is held. Accordingly, a player shall, if requested, present his passport or national identity card to the referee prior to the start of the competition.

A player may play in more than one Age Group but, maximum 02 events.
The AITA shall process results from all the tournaments on the Circuit and shall issue rankings, on a quarterly basis.

The official published rankings will be calculated on a 52-week rollover system and published on a quarterly basis.

For Prize Money Breakup – (Click here)
There will be no AITA Registration fees for seniors. Entry fees will be Rs 500/-. Rs 100/- from the entry fees of each player will be sent to AITA as AITA administrative charges.  Entry fees for ITF Tournaments will be as per ITF norms. The Prize money for the ITF tournaments, held in India, will be a minimum of Rs 1.5 Lacs.

An AITA Supervisor will be nominated by AITA for all tournaments having prize money above 2 Lacs. He will be paid Rs 10,000 as fees and he is to be provided 2nd AC train fare from his home town to the venue and back. He is also to be provided with full hospitality in a decent hotel
Rules of ITF / AITA tournaments 

1) The sign in for a tournament will be on the Sunday before the start of the tournament. If the number of players in an age group is more than 32 then there will be a qualifying. The size of Main Draw will be 32 (20 Direct entries, 8 Qualifiers and 4 Wild cards). The Qualifying draw will be open. The Draw size for doubles will be 16 (12 Direct Entries, 2 Qualifiers and two Wild cards).
2) The qualifying will be completed before the start of the main draw. The qualifying will be best of 17 games.

3) All Main Draw Singles should be best of three tie break sets. All Main Draw Doubles should be best of three sets with the third set a super tie break set. Receiver to choose the serve.
4) For all the ITF matches played in India AITA points will also awarded.
