ELIGIBILITY

The AITA is responsible for the acceptance of teams into the draw. All players taking part must have a valid AITA registration.

FORMAT OF PLAY

The teams will be split into 2 groups. Round Robin followed by Knockout stage. 

Each tie will consist of 2 singles and 1 doubles, which shall be played on the same courts as follows:  Number 2 Vs Number 2, Number1 vs Number1, followed by Doubles match. The doubles rubber must be completed even if the score is 2-0, unless otherwise decided by the Referee. 

MATCH FORMAT

All matches will be played for the best of 3 short sets at one set all a 10 points match tie break would be played.
TEAM NOMINATIONS
The Coach must provide the Referee with the composition of the teams on the nomination forms, which will be distributed at the Captains’ Meeting.

Changes to the Singles nominations are allowed up to 1 hour before the start of the tie and must be made at the Referee’s Office.

The Doubles nomination may be changed up to 10 minutes after the end of the second Singles match and can be made at the Referee’s Office.

Teams who provide the Referee with the nomination of teams too late are liable to be defaulted.

After nomination deadlines (1 hour before the start of the tie for Singles players, 10 minutes after the end of the 2nd Singles for the Doubles team) players may only be replaced in case of injury or illness (on medical advice) or bereavement following notification of the name to the Referee.

SEEDING

The seeding of the teams is based on the two most highly ranked singles players in each team, based on the latest available AITA Singles Ranking at the time of Captains meeting.

ORDER OF PLAY -The Order of Play will be issued daily by the Referee and will be posted on-site 

OFFICIALS - Chair umpires will be provided from semi-finals onwards.
BALL KIDS - Two Ball kids will be provided for all matches from semi-finals onwards.

PRACTICE - Captains can sign on the Practice Court sheet which would be released by the Referee daily, at the Referee Office.

PRACTICE BALLS - Will be available at the help desk, next to the Referee Office.
RESULTS - Results will be posted on-site. Results will also be posted online at www.aitatennis.com and emailed to all participating State Associations.

WATER - Bottled water will be provided on the courts.

STRINGING - Stringing will be available at the venue at a reasonable cost.

MEDICAL - A Sports Medicine Trainer will be on site during the matches.
